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PUERTO RICO’S EARLY HISTORY

The history of Puerto Rico stretches far back in time. The smallest of the Greater Antilles of the Caribbean, or the largest of the Lesser Antilles, whichever you prefer, was originally inhabited by Indians whose roots were linked to the migratory cultures of South America, who came in through the Windward and Leeward Islands.

In Borinquen
 they set up indigenous colonies that flourished, and as a result they developed a deep spiritual, religious, and peaceful sense of life. Recent discoveries confirm that the indigenous occupation dates back four centuries B.C.

Some stone-carved drawings indicate a high level of community unity in the third century A.D. Ceremonial parks
 stand as proof of frequent religious activity, which, with the use of loud maracas and other religious artifacts made from stone and clay, protected the island from Juracan, the evil god of wind and rain.
