Frederick Murphy and Ruby Pledger
Frederick Murphy, born in England about 1650, was a ships carpenter. He was one of eight children born to Robert and Joan Murphy. He migrated to America and resided in the whaling colony, Braithwait on the Delaware River. He worked on several now famous ships including the Portsmouth and the Hudson. 

In 1670 he married Ruby Pledger, who was one of twelve children born to Dennis and Marion Pledger. Ruby Pledger and her family sailed to Braithwait in December of 1665 on the Glassboro. The trip was grueling and several people died en route. Ruby wrote in her journal that she thought she would never see the shores of America.
