Components of Web Pages

In order to create and publish (place online) Web pages, you need three components: 

· A Web page composition program--This program helps you design the Web pages that go on your Web site. In these Web page creation lessons, you will use FrontPage as your composition program. If you know how to program in HTML code, you can use a simple text editor as a composition program. 

· Web Hosting--The Web host is the computer that serves your pages to browsers such as Internet Explorer. Many Internet Service Providers (ISPs) offer Web hosting services. 

· A Domain Name--People who want to browse your Web site need to have a URL so they can navigate to the page. The Web hosting service can provide a URL for your Web site, or you can order a custom domain name such as www.myname.com. 

The Process

In order to create and publish a Web page or several Web pages, you need to follow a process similar to the one described below. 

1. 
You use a Web page composition tool to create the Web page(s) that will go on your Web site. 

2.
You get an account with a Web hosting service or use the free Web space that most ISPs provide to their customers. 

3.
You upload your Web page(s) to the Web site. 

4.
You provide friends or business associates with the domain name for your Web site. 
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
