TestComposer Installation – Part 1
Follow the instructions below to begin the installation of the TestComposer template. 

Set Macro Security to Medium

1. Word installs with its macro security setting on High. This prevents the operation of the installation program. 

2. Choose Tools→Macro→Security from the menu bar. 

3. Set Macro Security to Medium (or Low if you prefer). 
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4. Click OK. 

Now that the Macro Security level is set, you will open a new document to complete the installation. 

In the next step, you will be asked to confirm the enabling of macros. You must choose Enable Macros as shown below to allow the installation program to function in Part 2. 
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5. Follow the instructions for the version of Word you are using: 

· Word 2002—Hold down the [image: image3.png]


 key, then click the link below to continue. 
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· Word 2000—Click the link below to continue (do not hold down the [image: image4.png]


 key.)
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6. After TestComposer installs, you can close this Word window. 
You are now ready to open your first Test Bank and begin using TestComposer. Use the links on the TestComposer Web page to open and print the eight-page User Guide and Quick Reference Sheet.
